old weather riding

Whether we want to admit it or not, Mother Nature 1s getting ready to end
our nding season. There are a couple things o remember when riding on
colder days. Obviously you have o dress warm because your thought process
and concentration gets clouded when you are cold. Layer properly. You will start
Lo worry aboul getting warm and may make some costly mistake while rushing or
not paying attention 1o the road. Secondly, your tires won’t gnp as well o the road

if they aren’t warm. Be a little more careful on corners and try 1o warm up the

tires by doing little zig zags on straight sections of the road. Also double check

you have lots of tread left and your tire pressure 15 up as twre pressure drops as the
temperature drops.
